Dear Members of All Saints Parish Family -     
    
 
As we begin this month with Palm Sunday/Passion Sunday [01 Apr], we read the account of our Lord Jesus 
Christõs entry into Jerusalem. He is hailed as King, with the crowds of people shouting ôHosanna in the High-
est!õ The shouts of joy are short-lived; and, as we continue with the reading of  the Passion, it is not long  
before the crowd is shouting ôCrucify Him!õ, and Jesus is nailed to the cross with only a mute sign hung above 
His head proclaiming Him ôKing of the Jewsõ. So begins our journey through Holy Week, from Palm Sunday to 
Good Friday and on to Easter. Let us hear the Word, and live the stories, in such a way that we find ourselves, 
not left in a triumphal parade of palms, but at the foot of the cross and, on the third day, at the empty tomb, 
knowing afresh òThis was the Lordõs doing, and it is marvelous in our sightó [Matthew 21.42]  
 
On Monday evening [02 Apr] we walk the Stations of the Cross in the Church. On Tuesday [03 Apr], we recall 
the Jewish Passover celebration in our Seder Supper [4:00 pm in Lower Sutherland Hall] At the Passover table 
Jesus transformed, forever, the bread of affliction into the bread of life and the cup of blessing into the cup 
of salvation.  
  
The Great Triduum begins  Maundy Thursday [05 Apr] celebrating the institution of the Lordõs Supper, where 
Jesus gave the new commandment: ò... love one another as I have loved you...by this, will all know that you 
are my disciples, that you have love one for anotheró [John 13.34-35]. This is the law of love, symbolized, in 
the service by the washing of feet. [If you serve others, in the name of Jesus, or desire to, come and have 
your feet washed. ] From there we are with our Lord in the garden of Gethsemane, watching with him, as he 
prays for all believers [ John 17]. We are there as He is betrayed, and his disciples run away. On Good Friday 
[06 Apr], we gather at the cross, acknowledging our sin and hearing His words of forgiveness from the cross.  
The Great Vigil of Easter  [07 Apr] vividly portrays the drama of our redemption. The Triduum closes with the 
liturgies of Easter Sunday [08 Apr], as we proclaim our Lordõs victory over death, we echo the ancient  
response òAlleluia! Christ is risen. The Lord is risen indeed. Alleluia!  
 
This is the feast of victory for our God - the  defining moment in time, history and eternity. Jesus Christ, the 
Lamb of God, is sacrificed for us: dying, He destroyed our death, and rising, He restored our life. Because of 
this single, pivotal unrepeatable event, we are people of life!  At the very centre of our Christian faith is the 
Cross and the empty tomb.  
 
The transformation of our lives is possible only through the cross and resurrection of our Lord Jesus. òIf  
anyone is in Christ Jesus, that one is a new creation; old things have passed away, behold all things have  
become newó [2 Cor 5.17]. It is our very identity as Christians - those who have died to sin with Christ Jesus, 
who accept what he has done for us on the cross, are risen to newness of life in Him. St Paul writes òIn Him 
we live and move and have our beingó [Acts 17.28].  
 

Praying for all of us the transforming power of our Lordõs resurrection in our lives, I remain,

Hello Everyone, 
 
Dr. Jay Koyle made a presentation earlier this year titled, "Claiming the Promise" to several  
parishioners.  Dr. Koyle's presentation was on sustainable and strategic ministry, and the group 
who heard his presentation felt that All Saintsõ should embrace what it entails to assure a strong 
vision with vitality for our future.   Since the initial  the presentation, all parishioners were invited 
to share a re-cap of the presentation and start discussing how we might incorporate vision and  
vitality into our future.  
   
Over the past few Sunday's parishioners have been requested to think about and answer  two  
questions that have been inserted into weekly bulletins.   Thank-you to those who have taken the 
time to complete these questions, everyone's input and participation is valued and very necessary 
for All Saintsõ to realize a sustainable and strategic ministry.  
   
We would like to take this opportunity to share the premise of this presentation to all  
parishioners in our monthly newsletter so everyone can have an understanding of it and hopefully 
contribute to  it.  
 
Claiming the Promise - A Summary of Dr. Koyle's Presentation on Sustainable & Strategic Ministry  
  
Dr. Koyle explained that having a vision is imperative to the success of ministry; vision builds  
momentum and dictates what resources are necessary to realize the vision.   Vision gives purpose 
and often answers the question "why" i.e. As worshippers of the Living God we hear proclaim, live 
his word and in love bring people to Jesus.   It is nice to know our vision answers the question 
why.   Doing the "how" and "what" come later.   In summary being sustainable and strategic require 
a vision that demonstrates a vital mission and the  appropriate resources to support it.  
  
We learned that once the vision is determined it must be lived out; and if lived out effectively,  
favour and reputation increase.  Once reputation and favour increase, then there is more  
participation and, with that, come the appropriate resources.   This leads to strengthening  
leadership and organization.   In summary, vision builds momentum and, with that, resources.   
  
A compelling vision that answers the question "why" drives the actions and behaviour of the  
participants to support the vision in a focused manner.  Having a vision keeps the organization  
on-track.   Without vision, efforts become less focused and susceptible to becoming derailed by 
complaints, convenience and sometimes, survival.   With a strong vision, congregations secure an 
identity and act with purpose.   God has provided us with the gifts we need to realize vitality:  
 
i)   we have His promises to formulate our mission,  
ii)  we have been blessed by our many  gifts of passion and assets and  
iii) we have needs and opportunities around us that we can embrace.   In summary we can have a 

vision that combines God's promise, our passions and the needs around us; this will lead us to 
identity purpose and action.  

   
Formulating vision is thought -provoking and we need to ask those thought provoking questions i.e.  
 

¶ What gifts has God given to our parish? 

¶ What are we passionate about; what really matters to us?  

¶ If our congregation was uprooted what would be missing from our community?  

¶ What are the unique needs of our surrounding community?  



¶ Are there special opportunities within our circle of influence?  

¶ What is the most significant change in our area over the past decade?  

¶ What one positive change in our community would make a big difference in  
people's lives? 

  
Discussion on these questions generate answers to what "our story" is at All 
Saintsõ.  Looking at "our story" forces us to look at other stories in the world around 
us and how they mirror great narratives of God and God's people.

On March 10, 2012 nine PWRDF supporters and staff will board an airplane heading to 
Chennai, India.   This delegation will be visiting the Organization for Eelam Refugees  
Rehabilitation  (OfERR) in India and Sri Lanka for two weeks as PWRDF continues in partnership 
and accompaniment with this organization that works with the approximately 100,000 Tamil 
refugees who have been living in India for as long as 29 years.  
 
The delegation is going at this time to be with OfERR as the refugees prepare to return home to 
Sri Lanka.  OfERR has been involved in many facets of coordinating the return including  
negotiating with the Indian and Sri Lankan governments, working with refugees to obtain the  
required identity documents, training refugees in skills that will allow them to earn a living and 
to rebuild their communities in Sri Lanka and working with the communities to which the  
refugees will return.  
 
The delegation will visit OfERR projects and refugee camps in India during the first part of the 
delegation, and will then travel to Sri Lanka to visit the regions where refugees will be returning 
in the north and east of the island.   While there, they will meet with OfERR staff and volunteers 
(all refugees themselves), with Canadian government officials, with 
Anglican Archbishop Diloraj Canagasabey of the Diocese of Colombo 
and his staff and with the refugees who are the  
beneficiaries of OfERRõs community development, education, health 
and other programs.  
 
While they travel, the delegation will be sending blog entries as 
regularly as they can which will be uploaded to the PWRDF website.
