Ò May was a poor month as lower income and costs as budgeted resulted in a loss of $6,547. 
Ò Lower givings, rental income and fundraising were the major reason for the income being lower by $3,487.  
Ò Expenses were as planned at $20,360. 
Ò The loss of $6,547 was $3,435 higher than plan. 
Ò Year to date our loss of $19,325 was $6,852 higher than plan and $2,251 higher than last year.  
Ò Our operating fund was at a deficit of $5,279 which is being funded by the Memorial Fund.  
Ò The Ash renovation has a balance of $60,699 still to be spent.

Building Back Better  
 

Six months ago, the most powerful typhoon in recorded  
history battered the Philippines, killing over 7000 and  
affecting millions more.   PWRDF immediately sent  
emergency funds to the ACT Alliance rapid response. As the 
devastation became clearer over the ensuing days, Canadian 
Anglicansõ generous donations of over $750,000 enabled 
PWRDFõs  biggest disaster response since the Haiti  

earthquake.  

PWRDF has responded through ACT and also through direct 
partnerships with the Episcopal Church of the Philippines 

(ECP) and the Visayas Cluster of agencies.  Over the last six months, ACT and PWRDF partners have reached 
out to provide food, water, shelter, medical aid, counselling, support getting back to work, education  

opportunities, and more to over a million people affected by the typhoon.  

Six months after Typhoon Haiyan, the first rice harvest is happening.   According to Floyd Lalwet, Provincial 
Secretary, Episcopal Church in the Philippines, in a report on the ECPõs ongoing work after Haiyan, this  
signifies a return to ònormalcyó for farming communities in the Philippines, as well as the return of their  
ability to provide for themselves.   The ECP reports that some unscrupulous dealers are lowering the prices 
they will pay for rice to farmers who are desperate for money to rebuild their homes and the rice drying  

facilities and mills in their communities.  

The ECP is addressing this problem by purchasing rice from farmers at the original prices and then using the 
rice in òfood for work projectsó in other communities including the fishing village of Naungan.  Naungan is 
home to about 1000 people, 80% of whom are fishers.   The typhoon destroyed the natural coral reefs in the 
coves surrounding Naungan, so the local people are building an artificial reef to help improve the fishing in 

exchange for food.  

PWRDFõs efforts have turned from immediate emergency response (provision of the immediate needs) to  
rehabilitation (rebuilding houses, farms, fishing, and employment opportunities).   One of the goals of the  
rehabilitation process is to incorporate òdisaster risk reductionó strategies, which include building stronger 
houses in locations that are better protected from typhoons.   While this can slow down reconstruction, it will 

make for more resilient communities.  

The ECP is working to improve farming knowledge and techniques as they help farmers get started 
again.  They are teaching an organic farming technique that requires 10% less seed and other inputs ñplanting 
one hectare requires only 7kg of seed, compared to 80kg in conventional farming ð  and can increase  
production.   Farmers are excited at these new techniques, and some have even volunteered their land as 

demonstration farms to help teach their neighbours.  

Rebuilding in the Philippines will take a long time, but PWRDFõs partners are committed to accompany the 

affected communities through the process, and at the end of it, the communities will be stronger, the houses 

safer, and the economy sounder.

Starfish Spring 2014 

Dear Starfish Friends: 

It is time again to update you on our Starfish families and one Alumni family.  In total we play an   

important part in the lives of 7 adults and 16 children in Huntsville.  I (Marj Payne) am chairperson of 

the Starfish Team.  I am assisted by Linda Peppiatt and Patty Payne.  Our church  

secretary, Cathie  Matthews is an  indispensable help to the Starfish program.  The program has been 

operating for 18 years as part of All Saintsõ Outreach program. 

 

Family # 1 : a single Mom with 3 children under the age of 8 years.  One boy is autistic.  Dad is on  

disability and abandoned the family a year age.  

Family #2 : a single Mom with 3 children, one boy in Grade 9, one boy aged 8 years with severe mental 

and emotional problems.  He attends a special school.  The 6 year old girl is going into Grade One.  

Family # 3: This family consists of grandparents who have accepted the responsibility of raising their 

two grandsons, ages 5 years and 9 years.  The 9 year old is autistic.  Sadly, the grandfather has recently 

been diagnosed with terminal lung and liver cancer.   

Family #4 : A mom and dad with four children.  Dad has Multiple Sclerosis and is unable to work.  The 

nine year old boy is autistic; the six year old girl is recovering from a brain disease for which she is  

receiving chemo therapy.  The teenaged boy and two year old boy are fine.  The Starfish team, along 

with other help provided the family with its winter wood supply (9 cords).  Ken, our church custodian 

split and piled it for them.   

The Alumni Family : This family was independent of Starfish help for two years.  This year the  

grandparents and their 17 year old granddaughter were in a tragic accident in Kentucky.  The  

grandfather died, the grandmother recovered from her injuries.  Unfortunately, the spinal surgery was 

not successful on the 17 year old granddaughter (our former Starfish child).  She is not expected to walk 

again.  The A.C.W., Ven Dawn and the Starfish team helped out with Petro -Canada cards and some fi-

nancial help to cover meals, parking and accommodation for the Mom in Toronto.  

Camping News: Four of our children will go to camp.  The children who do not qualify for camp due to 

age or emotional stability will be given gift cards to Santaõs Village and gas cards to help with trips to 

the beach.  

Other Expenses:  Expenses covered by Starfish funds include gift cards for back to school shoes, clothing 

and supplies, hydro payments, Freshco cards, class trips, winter jackets and boots, Easter and  

Thanksgiving  dinners, Motherõs Day gifts, moving costs and the list goes on.
