 From the Rector...  
 

Dear Members of All Saintsõ Parish Family,  
 

Now remain faith, hope and love,  
but the greatest of these is love.  1 Corinthians 13.13  

 
This time of year, the culture around us is awash with hearts and expressions of love. Yet, seldom in 
the midst of them, do we hear any mention of Godénor do we hear any acknowledgment that our 
ability to love is attached directly to Godõs capacity to love us. 
  

In this is love, not that we love God, but that God loves us  
 and sent his Son to die for our sins.  

Beloved, if God so loves us, we ought also to love one another.  1 John 4.10  
 

The call to love is a matter of our faith. Bishop N T Wright writes ò...following Jesus is a personal 
relationship of love and loyalty to the one who has loved us more than we can begin to imagine. 
And the test of that loyalty remains in the simple, profound, dangerous and difficult command:  
love one another.ó 
 
Jesus said, óA new commandment I give unto you that you love one another as I have loved you, 

that you also love one another.  
By this all will know that you are my disciples,  
if you have love one for another.ó  John 13.34-35 

 
This can be a challenge. Dostoevesky wrote òTo love someone, means to see that one as God  
intended that one to be.ó   On Ash Wednesday [10 February], we are marked with a cross of ashes, 
traced over our baptismal cross. We are invited to look at ourselves as God intended us to be, and 
to turn away from those things that diminish Godõs plan and intention for each of our lives.  
 
When we are baptized, we are baptized into the death and resurrection of Jesus Christ and become 
members of his Body, citizens of the Kingdom of Heaven. In this we are part of the greatest love 
story ever told ð of Godõs love for us. In this season of Lent season may we be drawn deeper into the 
heart of God, and his unending love for us, as we explore what it means to Become the Story We 
Tell.  Love is an attitude that reveals itself in action. St Paul writes we are to  

 
éwalk in love, as Christ loved us and gave himself up for us... 

Ephesians 5.2 
 
The very hallmark of our identity is that we are known as people who love one  
another and who work together to be the church that God calls us to be - witnesses 
to His love.

Thank you, thank you! We are grateful for the generous response from  
parishioners and friends to the Special Financial Appeal Letter. At year end, Tom Peppiatt, our 
treasurer, reports that with God's help, and your generosity the response to the letter resulted in a 
total givings of $24,000. Although this did not totally erase our deficit, it made a significant  
difference. Thank you!  
 
It is, of course, our desire to be less concerned with finances and to have mission  and purpose as our 
focus.  To that end, we boldly ask parishioners to prayfully consider their financial situation and see 
if givings can be slightly increased on a weekly basis so that this repeated crisis is avoided.  
  
Restructuring has remained an ongoing unresolved issue in our diocese. To that end, Bishop Stephen 
Andrews spent the week of January 5th in our area listening to various voices, ideas and suggestions. 
We anticipate that in the next couple of months we will have his specific direction in this regard.  
  
On January 22 a workshop entitled 'Becoming The Story We Tell' was held in Bracebridge led by Dr 
Jay Koyle. It was time well spent. The three main goals were:  
 
1. To cultivate a renewed sense of the Church's baptismal identity and vocation  
2. To cultivate patterns of formation in discipleship  
3. To cultivate a hospitality that engages newcomers where they are and invites them to learn with 
 us the way of Jesus and be baptized as his disciples. 
 
It is our intent to implement some of the ideas discussed in this workshop as we travel  through Lent 
toward Easter.  
  
As a corporation, we feel strongly that all that happens at All Saints' must be  held up to God 
in prayer and thanksgiving. For this purpose, everyone is welcome to  a time of prayer  to be held in 
the chapel between the 8:30 and 10:00 a.m. services each Sunday. Anyone is welcome to join in;

PWRDF  

 

The government of Canada announced today that the  
deadline for matching funds for eligible donations to Cana-
dian agencies working to provide relief to Syrians displaced 
within Syria and living as refugees in the surrounding countries will be 
extended to February 29, 2016.   The extension was announced January 
7 in Ottawa by the  Honourable Marie -Claude Bibeau, Minister of  
International  Development and La  Francophonie. 
 
"The government-administered fund will provide assistance through 
international and Canadian humanitarian organizations to help meet 
basic humanitarian needs of people affected by the conflict in Syria, 
including shelter, food, health care and water," reads a press release 
from Global Affairs Canada. "It will also provide protection and educa-

tion for conflict -affected people in Syria and millions of refugees in Jordan, Lebanon and Turkey."  
 
"PWRDF welcomes the continued focus on refugees in and around Syria," said Adele Finney, Executive  
Director of PWRDF.   "PWRDF and other agencies have, for years, been providing relief in the region, and 
continue to do so.   The government matching program has helped to keep the issue in the public sphere, 
and for that we are grateful."  
 
PWRDF continues to respond to the needs of displaced Syrians in the region through the ACT Alliance and 
the Canadian Foodgrains Bank, as well as through its long-time partner Refuge Egypt in Cairo.   Through 
these agencies, PWRDF is providing food, water, shelter, clothing, counselling and more to thousands of 
affected Syrian families.
